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One favorite summer pastime of our grandchildren is to build sandcastles on the beach.  They come prepared 
with containers of all shapes and sizes, shovels and pails.  They already have in mind what they want to build 
and how they hope it will turn out.  Amazingly enough, as young as they are, hours can pass by without notice 
as they labor together with their dad or papa to accomplish this goal.  Once it is completed, everyone will admire 
the design with all of its creativity and engineering expertise.   
 

However, upon returning the following day, the sand castle is usually gone.  It could be that the rains washed it 
away, the tide moved in and carried it out to sea, or other beach occupants demolished it for the pure fun of 
tearing something down. 
 

There have been a few times that I felt sad for my grandchildren since they spent so much time and effort build-
ing the sand castle.  But, then it dawned on me that the goal was never really the erection of a sand castle, it 
was the building of a relationship between family members.  The sand castle might last a few hours or at the 
most a day, but the relationship that formed during the time together could last a lifetime and perhaps count for 
eternity. 
 

I am reminded of the parable Jesus shared with his disciples to teach the consequences of the choices made by 
the wise and the foolish builder. In Matthew 7:24-27 (The Message) it reads, 24-25"These words I speak to you 
areéfoundational words, words to build a life on. If you work these words into your life, you are like a 
smart carpenter who built his house on solid rock. Rain poured down, the river flooded, a tornado hit -
but nothing moved that house. It was fixed to the rock. 26-27"But if you just use my words in Bible studies 
and don't work them into your life, you are like a stupid carpenter who built his house on the sandy 
beach. When a storm rolled in and the waves came up, it collapsed like a house of cards."  
 

Jesus was referring not only to the importance of believing, studying and teaching the Word of God but also liv-
ing and practicing its truths in our everyday lives.  A rock-solid foundation can only  be built on a personal 
órelationshipô with Christ.  Every other foundation will crumble if it is not built on that essential relationship.   
 

Letôs examine our personal relationship with Christ and how that influences all that we do.  It is imperative that 
we stay closely connected to Him and allow His Word to speak into our hearts and to change us on a daily basis 
as we yield to its guidance. Upon that foundation, we can build healthy relationships with family, friends and 
those in our church that will make an eternal difference in their lives. 
 

A few simple suggestions to building solid, lasting relationships with people:  
 
    
            Be transparent and honest about your shortcomings 
            Be forgiving because Christ forgave you 
            Be compassionate by being present rather than offering solutions 
            Be helpful to those that are hurting in practical ways
